His
early daysin the close-knit town are quiet except for minor disturbances and a dalliance with afeisty bush
pilot, Meg Galloway. Then Meg's father, who disappeared 16 years before, is found frozen in aremote
mountain cave, an ice ax in his chest. The discovery that Pat Galloway was murderedmost likely by a
local shakes up the town and drives his murderer to commit a second, cover-up killing. Though state
authorities dismiss that death as suicide, Nate pursues it as a crimea decision that puts him at odds with
many outspoken Lunatics, as the townspeople call themselves.
